BLANCO first launched sinks made of composite materials in 

1981 and since then has consistently carried on developing the material. 

The current range is notable for the very slightly smoother yet pleasantly 

silky-stony surface. A series of patents have secured the globally unique 

position of Silgranit PuraDur.
